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Background to Radnorshire Wildlife Trust

Radnorshire Wildlife Trust is a registered charity, part of the federation of 46 Wildlife Trusts working across the UK to protect and restore nature, campaign to raise awareness about issues affecting wildlife, increase people’s awareness and understanding of the natural world, and deepen people’s relationship with it. We know that we all need nature and it needs us. We are working towards The Wildlife Trust’s collective mission to bring about living landscapes, living seas and a society where nature matters.

We are a small but ambitious Trust, looking after 17 nature reserves and 1 farm, covering over 400 hectares of land. We have over 1,000 members, 130 volunteers, 16 staff and 12 trustees. We also work closely in partnership with schools, farmers, landowners, community groups and other environmental organisations, to have a bigger impact for wildlife.

Role of Youth Champion at Radnorshire Wildlife Trust

Our Youth Champion will play a role in Radnorshire Wildlife Trusts’ advocacy and fundraising work. Promoting, protecting and making positive difference to wildlife and to future generations across the country. 

Our Youth Champion will resonate with some or all of our key audiences, including nature lovers, families and young people. They will also have the authenticity to communicate the Trusts’ values and beliefs to the media, corporate donors, major donors and influential individuals.

At the heart of our Youth Champion programme are our common beliefs, that: 

· People are part of nature; everything we value ultimately comes from it and everything we do has an impact on it
· The natural world is valuable in its own right and is the foundation of our wellbeing and prosperity; we depend on it and it depends on us
· Everyone deserves to live in a healthy, wildlife-rich natural world
· Everyone should have the opportunity to experience the joy of wildlife in their daily lives

We know that in working as a Youth Champion for Radnorshire Wildlife Trust, you are: 

· Committed to improving life for wildlife and people together
· Willing to use your profile, authenticity and credibility to promote the vital work of The Wildlife Trusts as a whole movement, and Radnorshire Wildlife on a local level
· Willing to use your voice, and understand how we use ours, to champion wildlife

 As one of our Youth Champions, you’ll be: 

· Committed to Radnorshire Wildlife Trust’s vision, mission and prepared to be well briefed on our work for nature

· Willing to be involved in advocacy and fundraising (ranging from supporting us through social media channels, providing quotes, blog content and vlog content)

· Willing to attend one major advocacy/ fundraising event per year, or deliver one talk/ training event per year

· Willing to engage with supporters and the media, including undertaking interviews as appropriate (We will always provide a clear brief with key messages)

· Conscious of the diplomatic nature of our work and understand your role as a spokesperson for this, being mindful of the importance of Radnorshire Wildlife Trusts’ image and its values

· Conscious of your associations with corporations or organisations which are at direct odds with Radnorshire Wildlife Trusts’ mission and ethical corporate policy and be aware of potential conflict between companies supporting our work and those you personally endorse

· Free to agree to a 1-year initial role, with extension by mutual agreement

· Willing to allow use of your photo in our publicity, such as social media, website and newsletters

· Expected to provide up to date contact details

· Write two blogs per year as agreed with RWT, in line with our current priorities and the wider moods and interests of the environmental sector and its supporters.

· If possible, provide content for the quarterly newsletter where needed and relevant. 

· Provide visible support and organic marketing for RWT online. 

· Willing to be named among our Ambassadors on our website and other forms of publicity. 

· Design and champion a campaign to reflect the concerns of young people in Radnorshire. 

· Champion wildlife and conservation in their daily lives. 



From Radnorshire Wildlife Trust, you can expect:

· A dedicated, and personal approach to managing your relationship with Radnorshire Wildlife Trust. You will have a main point of contact who will keep you updated on our work, campaigns, and projects

· Management of all media and online activity related to Radnorshire Wildlife Trust

· Invitations to key events 

· Full briefings on any activity we ask of you

· Promotion of your social media channels and website 


Our joint relationship

We want our Youth Champions to feel like they are part of our family and we will endeavour to do our best to support you in your role.

We will actively encourage and respect our Ambassadors and their philanthropic endeavours; we do ask that any support for any other environmental and conservation UK domestic and international organisations are communicated to us where there might be an overlap or conflict in messaging.

We understand that this is an honorary role and hope you understand that due to the close nature of our relationship, that your personal actions may well be deemed to reflect on Radnorshire Wildlife Trusts. Any behaviours which severely compromise our core values may result in a termination of your appointment. We also understand that there are some areas of our work which are of a diplomatic nature, we will provide a full briefing as and when these arise and understand that you may not be willing to support this where it contradicts your own values.
